Page 30d, pH1N1 Influenza Vaccine (Unadjuvanted) (Clinical Formulation):

A research and teaching centre affiliated with UBC

This is a new page for the unadjuvanted pH1N1 influenza vaccine (Clinical
Formulation) that is to be used on an interim basis until the GSK unadjuvanted
product is received later in November.

It is to be administered to pregnant women in the first half of pregnancy (i.e., < 20
weeks gestation).

The product was manufactured by GSK in essentially the same manner as
FLUVIRAL® seasonal influenza vaccine except that a single strain (H1N1), a
lower thimerosal content (10 ug per dose), and a lower fill volume (5 doses per
vial) were used in the clinical formulation.

The vaccine was produced in Canada and shipped to Belgium where it was filled
and labelled for use in clinical trials.

The vaccine is being made available for use under an Interim Order from the
federal Minister of Health.
