British Columbia COVID-19 Daily Situation report, April 6, 2020

All information is based on direct daily report from health authorities to BCCDC as of 10:00 AM PT, except where otherwise noted.
Data are subject to change with reconciliation and/or as data become more complete.
Findings are based on laboratory-confirmed case detections in British Columbia (BC) which represent a subset of actual cases and
are subject to changes in testing recommendations and practices.

Figure 1: Map of COVID-19 confirmed cases by health authority, BC, January 1 — April 6, 2020 (N=1,266)

Key messages

e Total confirmed COVID cases (deaths) in BC = 1,266 (39).

e Current number of affected facilities in BC = 21 (10 VCH; 11 FHA).

e Number of new cases reported has recently decreased. This may be
affected by the testing guidelines implemented on March 16.

e Number of tests conducted has decreased but the proportion
positive has increased. This may be due to the testing guidelines
implemented on March 16 and the targeting of higher risk groups.

e Proportions of cases hospitalized and fatal have remained stable.

e Proportion of recovered cases continues to increase.

e Deaths, hospitalizations, and ICU admissions are more common
among older age groups.

How to interpret the epidemic curves: Figure 2 shows the date that a case’s illness started. Figure 3 shows the date the illness was confirmed and reported by the
laboratory. There is a delay between the beginning of a person’s iliness (symptom onset date) and the date the laboratory confirms and reports the iliness
(reported date). New cases only have the reported date available and appear on the far right of the curve in Figure 3, but their onset of symptoms would have been
prior to this. As information on symptom onset becomes available through public health investigation, cases are expected to appear on earlier dates on the curve in
Figure 2.

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*Participating laboratories include those with confirmatory testing: BCCDC Public Health Laboratory, Vancouver General Hospital, BC Children’s & Women'’s
Hospital, St. Paul’s Hospital, Victoria General Hospital Microbiology Laboratory, Kelowna General Hospital Microbiology Laboratory, and LifeLabs®
laboratories. Data source: PLOVER extract on April 6, 2020. Methods and Caveats: SARS-CoV-2 specimens are tallied at the specimen level by date the
specimen was collected. The proportion positive on a given date may not represent only new positive cases and this may lead to an over-estimation of
proportionate positivity; similarly, individuals may be tested repeatedly after becoming negative and this may lead to an under-estimate of proportionate
positivity. The relative impact of these considerations may be greater in the earlier part of the epidemic when repeat testing was more routinely undertaken
and there were fewer tests being done overall. Specimens collected in the Yukon and tested at the BCCDC PHL are included. ~*On March 16, testing
recommendations changed to focus on hospitalized patients, healthcare workers, long term care facility staff and residents, and those part of a cluster or
outbreak who are experiencing respiratory symptoms.
