 Other lab data (WGS) 

 Environmental health observations from site assessments/sampling 

 

Recommendations (examples) 

1. Ensure settings with a large number of cases are inspected and have all required administrative, 

infrastructure and PPE control measures in place prior to return of workers.  

2. Ensure workers feel safe reporting illness while they are onsite to decrease undetected transmission.  

3. To identify the source of infection or transmission and target control measures, re-interview new cases 

with a standard outbreak-specific questionnaire1 with emphasis on social and work locations and 

contacts in the 14 days prior to symptom onset.
