Under the Milk Industry Act, 

“13  A person must not operate a dairy 

plant unless the person is in possession 

of a subsisting licence issued to the 

person under this Act.”

If a plant has not paid their invoices by

EOD of January 11, 2024, they will be

contravening the Act if they continue to 

operate.

By January 17, 2024, any plant which

HAS NOT paid their invoice and 

received their licenses for the current 

year will receive a Prohibition Notice 

requiring the plant to cease operations.
