Findings Indicate:
Emergency Department (ED) visits for non-fatal overdose are a key opportunity 
to provide care for other medical conditions and prevent additional ED visits, 
hospitalization and death in the year that follows.
A critical need to identify the factors that contribute to whether or not a person 
is transported to hospital, and reasons for the increase in rates of non-
transport after an overdose among people 20-59 years and without chronic 
health conditions.

There was no difference in risk of overdose death between people who were 
transported to the hospital and people who were not transported to the 
hospital following a paramedic-attended non-fatal overdose.
